of flavour and richness – absolutely delicious, and delivers 
ample flavour for the price. Great concentration and 

fragrance on the finish.

Overripe fruit that is almost more like rhône Grenache than 
burgundy! Very much a product of a hot vintage. The palate 

is similarly candied, although it has a savoury finish with
